APPLICATION TO THE SUPREME COURT FOR AN ORDER THAT THE HEARING OF AN APPLICATION CONCERNING BAIL OR PRELIMINARY CRIMINAL PROCEEDINGS NOT BE CONDUCTED BY VIDEO LINK

Hearings in the Supreme Court at Sydney of an application for bail and of preliminary criminal proceedings relating to a person who is in custody, but is not in a detention centre within the meaning of the Childrens (Detention Centre) Act 1987, will be conducted by means of video link facilities without the applicant’s/accused’s personal attendance at the Court, unless the Court in the interests of justice otherwise orders.

Video link facilities allow two-way audio and visual communication of television standard between the Court and Correctional Centres, including private communication between the applicant and the applicant’s legal representatives.

If you wish to apply for an order that the hearing of the bail application or preliminary criminal proceedings not be conducted by video link facilities, you must complete this form and file it and any supporting documents.
